 I do not show off or act like I’m better than others 
 I try not hurt people’s feelings 
 I do not use inappropriate language 

 Following the Sunnah of Rasulullah (s) 
 I make an effort to learn about my deen and practice what I learn   
 I treat others with kindness and respect 
 I look for opportunities to help those in need; I try to be generous  
 I fulfill my promises; I am trustworthy 

 I maintain cleanliness of my mind, body, and heart 

 Islamic Obligations  
 During Ramadan I keep all my fasts if I am able  to
